Agenda Item 2: Review Participation in the Block Grant trainings and Access to WebBGas
Carissa Dougherty facilitated a discussion regarding the members’ ability to attend the Block Grant trainings and access the Block Grant documents online. Members voiced mixed ability to attend the trainings and were affirmed that more trainings were scheduled for later in the month if they were unable to attend in February. Members who did access WebBGAS reported little difficulty viewing the Block Grant documents.

Agenda Item 3: Presentation on Early Onset of Psychosis Set-Aside Increase
Warren Stewart provided an update on federal changes to the Early Onset of Psychosis/First Episode of Psychosis Set-Aside requirement. Highlights of the update include:
· There are currently programs in place in Houston and Dallas funded by this set-aside
· The previous set-aside of 5% was increased to 10% as of February 2016
· DSHS is amending the Block Grant plan to accommodate for the increase in the set-aside amount
· DSHS is proposing to add additional pilot sites to further disseminate the state’s current First Episode of Psychosis program

Members were asked to provide feedback on the drafted plan for the Early Onset Psychosis set-aside increase. Instructions were given to return any feedback by noon on March 10, 2016.
