The Texas Health and Human Services Commission (HHSC) is accepting applications for membership on the Intellectual and Developmental Disability (IDD) System Redesign Advisory Committee. A member of the IDD System Redesign Advisory Committee must participate in committee meetings and might also have to participate in subcommittee meetings, projects and presentations.  Advisory committee meetings will be held at least four times per year in Austin at the call of the presiding officer. Advisory committee members who are receiving services under the Medicaid program and committee members who are relatives of Medicaid program recipients are the only members entitled to receive compensation (a stipend) for participation on the committee.
