Guidance


Procedure for Purchasing Services from an Ambulatory Surgical Center (ASC)
Complete the following steps to purchase services from an ASC.

1. In the electronic case management system “Select Specification” window, click on the MAPS button. Enter the CPT (current procedural terminology) code from the DARS 3110 Surgery and Treatment Plan, completed by the physician. Two specification choices (MAPS codes), will be listed, for example

· 20612-Aspiration and/or injection of ganglion cyst(s) any location, and
· ASC-20612-Aspiration and/or injection of ganglion cyst(s) any location.

2. Select the five-digit number to pay the physician. Select the five-digit number preceded by “ASC” to pay the facility. For information about items typically included in the facility fee, see ASC Fees.

Notes:

For other services such as anesthesia, follow usual MAPS procedures.

If the surgeon performs multiple procedures, follow the multiple surgical discount guidelines in the online MAPS manual.
