Background 

Federal law requires states to provide Medicaid coverage to Amerasians for seven years from 
the legal date of entry if all other eligibility criteria are met.   

Current Policy  

Texas currently provides an adult alien admitted into the United States as an Amerasian 
immigrant five years of Medicaid coverage from the legal date of entry if all other eligibility 
criteria are met. 

New Policy 

Adults identified as Amerasians receive Medicaid coverage for seven years from their legal date 
of entry if all other eligibility requirements are met as required by federal law.   

Amerasian children are eligible for Medicaid through the month of their 19th birthday based on 
the Children’s Health Insurance Program Reauthorization Act of 2009 (CHIPRA) if all other 
eligibility requirements are met. 
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Processes 

Due to system limitations at this time, staff must follow the Contingency Processing Method 
(CPM) below to ensure Amerasian adults receive seven years of Medicaid coverage from their 
legal date of entry.
