Included in this document is information relating to the proposed Medicaid payment
rates for Physical, Occupational, and Speech Therapy provided by Comprehensive
Outpatient Rehabilitation Facilities/Outpatient Rehabilitation Facilities (CORF/ORF),
Home Health Agencies (HHA), and Independent Therapists. The rates are proposed to
be effective September 1, 2013.

Hearing

Background

The reimbursement rates proposed reflect applicable adjustments in response to
direction received in the 2014-2015 General Appropriations Act (Article 1l, Senate Bill 1,
83" Legislature, Regular Session, 2013), effective September 1, 2013, including
reductions described in the Health and Human Services portion of article Il, Rider 51,
Medicaid Funding Reduction and Cost Containment.

Methodology

The specific administrative rules that govern the establishment of the fees in this
proposal include this rule in Title 1 of the Texas Administrative Code (1 TAC):

e 8355.8081, which addresses the reimbursement methodology for home health
services and durable medical equipment, prosthetics, orthotics, and supplies;

e 8355.8081, which addresses payments for laboratory and x-ray services, radiation
therapy, physical therapists' services, physician services, podiatry services,
chiropractic services, optometric services, ambulance services, dentists' services,
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psychologists' services, licensed psychological associates' services, maternity clinic
services, and tuberculosis clinic services;

e 8§355.8085, which addresses the reimbursement methodology for physicians and
other medical professionals, including medical services, surgery, assistant surgery,
and physician administered drugs/biologicals, medical services, surgery, assistant
surgery, radiology, laboratory, and radiation therapy; and

e 8355.8441, which addresses the reimbursement methodology for Early and Periodic
Screening, Diagnosis, and Treatment (EPSDT) Program (known in Texas as Texas
Health Steps).

Proposed Rates

The proposed rates are based a five percent decrease for services provided in an office
or facility setting and a three percent decrease for services provided in the home.
Current rates for evaluations and re-evaluations are proposed to be maintained.
